Juan Sandoval (Kindergarten)

Activity: Building a Community Garden

Objective: To help students understand the importance of working together to repair historical injustices and build a more inclusive community.

Materials needed: Seeds, soil, gardening tools, empty pots or garden beds, markers, paper

Instructions:

1. Begin by discussing the concepts of slavery and Jim Crow Laws with the students in a simple and age-appropriate way. Explain that these were historical injustices that have left lasting impacts on our society.

2. Ask the students to brainstorm ideas for how we can work together to repair these legacies and build a more inclusive community. Encourage them to think creatively and come up with practical solutions.

3. Explain that one way we can do this is by working together to build a community garden. Plants can represent the diversity and resilience of our community.

4. Divide the students into small groups and provide each group with seeds, soil, gardening tools, and empty pots or garden beds. Encourage them to work together to plant the seeds and care for the plants.

5. As the plants grow, have the students create colorful markers with positive messages and affirmations to place in the garden. These messages can represent their hopes for a more inclusive and equitable community.

6. Throughout the process, facilitate discussions about what it means to work together, respect one another's differences, and support each other in repairing historical injustices.

7. Once the plants have grown, have a celebration where the students can share their experiences and reflect on the importance of coming together to build a better future.

8. Encourage the students to continue caring for the garden and using it as a symbol of their commitment to repairing the legacies of slavery and Jim Crow Laws in their community.
